*** Routes of exposure and acute effects ***

Exposure limit:  ACGIH-TLV-TWA:  for dipropylene glycol monomethyl ether, 100 ppm (skin).

Inhalation:  Inhalation should not be a problem under normal conditions of use.  If product is misted or sprayed, inhalation may cause respiratory irritation.

Skin:  May cause mild irritation of sensitive or broken skin.

Eyes:  Contact with liquid may cause mild irritation.

Ingestion:  No reported symptoms.  Swallowing of large amounts may cause irritation of mucous membranes, nausea or vomiting.

Chronic effects:  Detergent action of material can cause skin dryness and irritation upon prolonged or repeated contact.  Carcinogenicity:  No ingredient listed as a carcinogen by IARC or ACGIH-TLV.

                                         SECTION VII - FIRST AID                                          

Inhalation:  Remove victim to fresh air.

Skin:  Wash affected area with water.  If irritation persists, consult a physician.

Eyes:  Flush thoroughly with lukewarm running water.  If irritation persists, consult a physician.

Ingestion:  Do not induce vomiting.  Have victim drink large amounts of water.  Never give anything by mouth if victim is unconscious or convulsing.  Call a physician immediately.

                                SECTION VIII - PREVENTIVE MEASURES                             

Spill, leak or release:  Small spills:  Slowly add vinegar until solution is neutral (test with litmus); flush to chemical sewer.  Large spills:  Absorb on suitable material such as sand, earth or vermiculite, place in suitable container, neutralize with weak acid solution such as 6N HCI or vinegar.  Label container and dispose of according to regulations.  NOTE:  Do not close container tightly until after neutralization has stopped.

Waste disposal:  Comply with all federal, provincial and local regulations regarding disposal.


***PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT***

Respiratory protection:  Not needed under normal conditions of use.

Ventilation:  General as needed to keep contamination below the TLVs (including 1 ppm for KOH).

Protective gloves:  Impervious gloves such as rubber or neoprene.

Eye protection:  Chemical safety goggles or safety glasses with eye shields.

Other protective equipment:  Maintain an eye-wash station in the work area.


***STORAGE AND HANDLING***

Handling procedures and equipment:  Avoid skin or eye contact.  Use with appropriate caution.  Maintain good personal hygiene.

Storage requirements:  Expected shelf life is one year.  Do not allow to freeze.  Do not store near strong acids or oxidizers.
